What is Dragon Boat Racing?

Dragon Boat Racing is a traditional Chinese festival sport dating back to 277 B.C.,
known for its color and excitement. The sport emphasizes synchronization, teamwork,
and a combined effort of the entire team to race in three 250-meter or 500-meter
heats. With a taste of Asian culture and other games to play between races, you
can’t miss this exhilarating competition.

In 1996, oncologist Dr. Don McKenzie discovered that dragon boating and moderate
exercise helped to reduce lymphedema following breast cancer treatment. Since
then, breast cancer survivors (BCS) cannot get enough of the sport. There are over
45 breast cancer teams throughout the world and they often compete (and win)
against other amateur and professional dragon boat teams. Having one of the
largest medical centers in the world near us, we would also like to include other
cancer survivor teams.

In Houston, there are free weekend work-out sessions just for Breast Cancer
Survivors. Sign your team up to participate and receive a 1 %2 hour practice session
before the Regatta. Then you're set to race! This two-day family festival is helping
our community realize a dream - to help develop breast cancer survivor teams and

raise funds towards building a boathouse in downtown Houston.
